Unit 1 (Speaking):•	 — Controlled Assessment. Two tasks to be prepared and completed 
under supervision (30%). This Unit is internally assessed.

Unit 2 (Writing):•	 — Controlled Assessment/Coursework. Two tasks to be prepared and 
completed under supervision (30%). This Unit is externally assessed.

Unit 3 (Listening):•	 — Examination at Foundation or Higher level (20%). This Unit is 
externally assessed.

Unit 3 (Reading):•	 — Examination at Foundation or Higher level (20%). This unit is 
externally assessed.
